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SUMMARY

The Sofia University GNSS Analysis Centre (SUGA@ada.phys.uni-sofia.bg) is a new
analysis centre established via collaboration betwhe Department of Meteorology and
Geophysics of Sofia University, the IPOS - BuliPGNSS network in Bulgaria and the
University of Luxembourg. In April 2014, the firptocessing campaign took place. One year
GNSS data from 7 stations of the BuliPOS netwoekpapcessed in collaboration with the
University of Luxembourg. Tropospheric productsr{ifle Total Delay and gradients) with 5
min temporal resolution are obtained using the NABEoftware, developed by ESA. The
tropospheric products from this campaign will bedifor validation of the Weather Research
and Forecasting (WRF) model as well as for casdiestiduring intense precipitation events
and fog.
